GUIDANCE NOTES FOR APPLICANTS:

This fund is open to any group or organisation on the Manhood Peninsula that:

1) has a community based membership e.g. Rotary, Photographic Clubs, Mums & Toddlers, Residents Association, Scouts etc.

2) supports or provides services to the local community e.g. Parish Councils, Primary Care Trust, Schools
It aims to support such groups to take practical action to adapt to, or raise awareness of the need to adapt to climate change.

Fund Criteria:

· Applications should be no greater than £1000, and no less than £100.

· Evidence should be provided to show that where additional funds are needed they have been identified i.e. the project will go ahead.

· Funds can be used to ‘buy-in’ external expertise e.g. speakers, trainers, advisors.

· Funds are not available to cover ongoing staffing costs. 
· Funds are not available to cover costs already incurred by a project.

Application Process / Timetable:

· A clear single A4 project sheet must be completed by the applicant. This should be returned to the ESPACE Project Coordinator by June 5th 2007 detail below.
· A panel consisting of the ESPACE Project coordinator, the MPP coordinator, and an MPP Project Leader will assess all the applications and allocate funds.  

· Where applications are low and more funds are available than have been applied for, unsuccessful applicants will be supported in developing their proposals to better deliver climate change adaptation or awareness, or successful applicants will be approached to extend their proposals.  

· Successful applicants may be asked to take part in promotional work following the completion or inception of the project.

Payment: 
· Successful applications will receive payment by a cheque payable to the organisation / group representative on receipt of evidence of the costs incurred to deliver the project (i.e. paid invoices).   

· All evidence must clearly show that the project commenced following notification of a successful application to the fund.
